CHAPTER I
PRELIMINARY

This Ordinance may be called the Andhra Pradesh
Public Services Delivery Guarantee Ordinance, 2017.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Andhra Pradesh.

public services to the. eligible persons as per the provi-
sions of any laws, rules, notification or orders of the
Government.

Every application received, shall be given a number
by the designated officer to enable the applicant to monitor the
status of the application online in accordance with such
procedure as may be prescribed.

11. The Government may at any time for the purposes of satisfy-
ing itself as to the correctness, legality, propriety or regularity of
proceeding or order passed by the Designated Officer or
Appellate Authority,. call for and examine the records and pass

12. (1) The Designated Officer and Appellate Authority shall, for
the purposes of its functions under this Ordinance, have the same
powers as are vested in a Civil Court under the Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908 in respect of the following matters, namely, -

(1) -discovery and production of any document or other
material object producible as evidence;

(2) Every rule made by the State Government, under this
Ordinance shall be laid, as soon as may be after it.is made, before
each House of State Legislature, while it is in session, for a total
period of fourteen days which may be comprised in one session

or in.two or more successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of -

the session immediately following the session or the successive
sessions aforesaid, both Houses agree in making any modifica-
fion in the rule or both Houses agree that the rule should not be
made, the rule, shall thereafter have effect only in such modified
form or be of no effect, as the case may be; so, however, that any
such modification or annulment shall be without prejudice to the -
validity of anything previously done-under that rule.
